steering mechanism. The power transmission includes the whole mechanism between the
engine and the rear wheels.

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(cardan) shaft, rear axle, final drive, differential and axle shafts. At the front end of the car
Is the engine. On the back of it is the flywheel. Behind the flywheel is the clutch. The clutch
isa friction device connecting the engine with the gears of the gearbox. The main function
of the gearbox is to change the speed of the car. the card and shaft to the rear axle. The
final drive reduces the high speed of the engine to the low speed of the driving wheels The
differential enables the driving wheels to turn at different speeds which is necessary when
turning the car.
